Access to a variety of resources 

both online and in school such 

as atlases, local maps, 

Ordnance Survey maps, aerial 

and historical maps. 

Reading of stories from around 

the world helping the children 

understand more about location 

and supporting reading across 

school. 

Knowledge organisers and 

question sheets, to start each 

topic. 

 

Use of geographical 

vocabulary and questions to 

embed understanding and 

knowledge.
